Sub:- Repeated assurances to hold D.P.C from SDEs to DEs unfortunately not being 
maintained 
for unknown reasons.

Sir,

You are fully aware of a very painful reality i.e JTOs get only one functional promotion on a regular basis during his entire career spanning about 35 years. However, keeping this kind of an unprecedented and alarming situation in view, it was decided in 1993 by the then M(S) and Chairman/TC to allow TES group B officers to occupy S.T.S on adhoc basis so that they get some satisfaction of having functioned in S.T.S on adhoc basis prior to their retirement.

We were categorically assured by your predecessor Dr D.P.S Seth that D.P.C from TES Gr B to S.T.S on adhoc basis as well as J.T.O to SDE D.P.C would not be allowed to be interrupted once the process of absorption of G r ‘B’ officers in BSNL commences. The same assurance was reiterated by Sh Ramachandran when he was holding the post of M(S) also. In fact, he directed the then DDG (E), Sh. H.K.Gupta, to initiate appropriate action for filling up all the available vacancies in S.T.S on adhoc basis.

Even you were considerate enough to assure us that you would also consider this issue favourably, keeping in mind that large number of TES Gr B officers are retiring even without getting this adhoc S.T.S promotion, even though a very huge number of S.T.S posts are just lying vacant. Nothing can be more unfortunate and sad than allowing these officers to retire without just giving them a chance to function in S.T.S for a couple of months prior to their retirement. Injustice to such an extent is just unthinkable and has just no parallels. What message does the D.O.T establishment convey to middle level management by neglecting their just issues in such a blatant manner. This is something that should be a matter of grave concern to all of us.

There is no acceptable reason for withholding the D.P.C when a huge number of vacancies in S.T.S are already available and TES Gr B officers are just starving to get what would be simply be an adhoc promotion and that too just a few months prior to their retirement. Nothing could be more sad and painful for these people than this sheer indifference and total lack of concern to address to  very just and genuine issues of middle level management. This is something that your good self shall have to personally concerned about and undoubtedly requires your kind personal intervention.

As far as the argument that the staff of the concerned section is involved in the work relating to absorption process and thus have no time to undertake D.P.C work is concerned, you shall also agree that this explanation is untenable and cannot be obviously made public to thousands and thousands of TES G r B officers who are just desperately waiting for months together to get this adhoc promotion prior to their retirement. They shall definitely ridicule us in case we tell them D.P.C is not being held due to shortage of people for the simple reason that this is not digestible.

We thus request you to direct the concerned officers to initiate the process without any further delay and make up the existing deficiencies in commencing D.P.C work. According to our understanding, there are possibly about 15,00 vacancies in S.T.S in all the Circles/Regions etc. and this number is itself quite huge to warrant holding of the said D.P.C.

As regards our locus standi to write on such issues, we today represent about 32,000 JTOs/SDEs/DEs etc. throughout the Country and this Association has come into existence as a result of unification of two Organisations i.e erstwhile TEOA (I) and BSNL EA(I) and this Association was formed mainly keeping in view impending absorption of Gr B officers in BSNL.
